With the untimely departure of Uri Avner the Israeli problem chess community has lost its most
illustrious member. Not only was he our top composer and sole grandmaster, but he also led the
activity of our society for many years, as chairman, editor, organizer and representative abroad.

Uri was born in Petah Tikva, Israel, on January 13, 1941. He grew up in the city of Ramat-Gan,
which he never left. We attended the same class in elementary school, and it was then that we
began to follow the chess column which appeared every Friday in the "Al Hamishmar" newspaper.
Through this column, its editor, Josef Goldschmidt, educated and formed several generations of
Israeli problemists, and he is therefore deservedly known as "The father of the Israeli
Problemists”. With the encouragement of Goldschmidt we started to publish our own problems
there at the age of 12. Uri was quite successful from the beginning of his composing career.
However, when he reached the age of 17, he quit composing for about 20 years, being smitten with
over the board chess. Goldschmidt died in 1973, and when Uri judged the selfmates section of the
Israel Ring Tourney in 1973 he wrote: "This award is dedicated to the memory of the late Josef
Goldschmidt, who instructed and encouraged me on my first steps in the field of composition.
Never will | forget his joy on my successes, nor his anger when the game of chess drew my
attention away from composition".

During his chess playing period Uri won the IDF championship in 1961. He defended his title in
1962, when he also won the Tel Aviv championship. He was a member of the Israeli teams to the
Students Olympiads in 1964, 1965 and 1966. In the finals of the Israel championship in 1969 he
shared the very respectable 5-10 place. He attained the title of Senior Master. During this period he
also studied psychology at Tel Aviv University and began working as clinical psychologist.

After returning very actively and successfully to composition in 1979, Uri also began his activity
on behalf of the Israel Problemists Association. In 1980 was the first time that he represented
Israel at the PCCC (FIDE Commission for Chess Composition) meeting, in Wiener Neustadt,
Austria. He continued in this capacity, without interruption, until the 2010 meeting in Crete,
Greece. As our delegate he initiated the idea of holding the PCCC congress in Israel, and
succeeded in implementing it for the first time in 1983 (Bat Yam), for the second time in 1996 (Tel
Aviv) and for the third time in 1999 (Netanya). On all of these three occasions, Uri served very
successfully as chairman of the organizing committee of the congress. As a solver Uri was seven
times on the Israeli team to the WCSC, once winning the gold medal, with Ofer Comay, in 1980.

Until 1987 the Israel Problemist's Association was affiliated with The Israel Chess Federation. In
1987 Uri initiated the establishment of an independent society, called "The Israel Chess
Composition Association”, later modified to its present form "lIsrael Chess Composition Society"-
ICCS. (About 20 years later Uri would again lead a status change, this time in the international
arena). The change of status was accompanied by the inauguration of the "Variantim" journal, the
first issue of which appeared in 1988, with Uri Avner and Yoel Aloni as editors, and with Uri
continuing as co-editor and later as editor-in-chief until 2009. He further honed his editorial skills
by serving a number of years as one of the editors of "Shahmat", the journal of the Israel Chess
Federation. Uri was elected in 1987 as the first chairman of the ICCS committee, and continued to
serve in this role until 2010. Uri's contributions to the PCCC activities were also highly
appreciated, and he was elected to serve as Vice President of the commission at the Portoroz
meeting in 2002 and as President at the Wageningen meeting in 2006. During his term, which
lasted until 2010, he did not shy away from political battles and successfully steered the change of
status from PCCC to WFCC (World Federation for Chess Composition). In 2010 he was
nominated honorary president of the WFCC.

Uri exhibited a mastery of all composition genres. Most notable were his successes in the
selfmates field, in which he won the first place in three WCCT events, and established his
reputation as one of the world's leading selfmate composers. He composed about 480 problems, of
which 219 were prizewinners, with 125 gaining the first prize (or first place). He obtained the title
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of International Master for Chess Composition in 1993, and the title of Grandmaster for Chess
Composition in 2009. Uri was a perfectionist and had high demands from his colleagues, but
mostly from himself. He spent much effort in working on problems of his, which won a first prize,
so as to produce superior versions. Also, as a judge, his awards were erudite and carefully
considered. He used to criticize judges who did a superficial job, particularly when they
overlooked some fine points in his problems.

How highly Uri was regarded by his fellow problemists is well summarized in the following
words, written by GM Valentin Rudenko: "The many-faceted and successful creative work of Uri
Avner, an outstanding chess composer of our time, has been attracting the attention of all the
admirers of our wonderful art already for more than half a century. This appears to be quite well-
deserved and natural. Indeed, in both the orthodox genres — twomovers, threemovers, moremovers
— and non-orthodox ones — helpmates and selfmates as well as fairy compositions — his numerous
unique creations rightfully belong in the Hall of Fame of World Composition. Problems by Uri
Avner are always noted not only for originality and impeccable technical skill in implementing
problem concepts, but also for unusual interpretations of many of the most complicated chess
composition themes." During the last few years Uri was working on a book containing a selection
of his problems and articles, but unfortunately he passed away before it was ready for publication.
Hopefully, his friends will be able to finish this project.

No. 1 was Uri's first noticeable success, composed at the age of 14. A problem in classical style,
showing four vacation sacrifices of the wQ, and a flight giving key.

No. 2 uses the Avner mechanism to present, for the first time in a selfmate, the very difficult four
fold Lacny theme. The definition of the Avner mechanism, as given in The Encyclopedia of Chess
Problems (M. Velimirovic and K. Valtonen, 2012): "A selfmate theme described as “the pinned
piece promenade”. When the white piece moves along the line of pin, both direct and masked
batteries are involved and are interchanged between phases." Uri presented this mechanism for the
first time in 1956 in a very fine ideal Rukhlis selfmate twomover, published in Probleemblad (but
surprisingly ignored by the judges). As to No. 2, the judge, Eric Hassberg described it as "one of
the best selfmates | have ever seen”.

The third battery mechanism with the black king as one of the thematic pieces and with an AB-
BC-CA cycle appeared in a number of Uri's problems, and of these No. 4 was his favorite. It has a
beautiful thematic key, with the apparently freely roaming wK giving a flight to the bK.

Uri Avner — Personal Recollections — Gady Costeff

I first met Uri in 1976 when he taught my highschool chess team and | drew him in the obligatory
introductory simul. The only lesson | recall was when he went over the 6" game of the Fischer-
Spassky match. In 1979 Uri resumed his composing career with great artistic success. He led Israel
to the 3" place in the 1980-1983 WCCT. | participated as a youngster but hardly met him, if at all,
during those years as | was in the army and later moved to California.

Following the team’s success, Yoel Aloni and Uri produced “The Art Of Israeli Chess
Composition”. This was the first book in which I saw, or at least followed chess problems.

The 3-mover which Uri composed when he was about fourteen (No. 1 in Ruppin’s article above),
left a deep impression on me. It also helped introduce me to the beauty of problems. | loved the
perfect harmony of the four thematic queen sacrifices and this problem helped me start an ongoing
internal conversation about aesthetics of chess composition. At the time | did not understand what
I was seeing and had no language for it. Today | realize that problems as a rule, unlike studies, are
focused primarily on the relationship between sets of moves, which in composing we label
“strategy”. It is probably not a coincidence that I developed a taste for such ‘strategy’ and tried to
incorporate it in studies.

At the time I was taking my first steps as a composer but already showing an interest in ‘big’
thematic ideas. Uri’s ‘big’ selfmates of the period, such as his 4-fold Lacny, were bound to make a
big impression on me.



The thematic content of the previous problem was expressed in four parallel variations. In the next
moremover the black knight is incarcerated sequentiallywith thematic tries illuminating the un
folding logic.

| started to meet Uri in person and spend a little time with him only starting in the 1996 Tel-Aviv
congress and later in Netanya 1999, Wageningen 2001, Portoroz 2002, Moscow 2003, Halkidiki
2004, Rhodes 2005, Jurmala 2008 and Batumi 2013.

We shared a sarcastic sense of humor, which | best enjoyed during the composition process, when
the more dominant aspects of Uri’s personality were subjected to the creative process. Group
composing with Uri was like playing blitz against a champion. Witticisms and insults would be
hurled, a cry of triumph, and a stern threat from Uri when one would get out of line.
In Greece Uri showed me the following helpmate.

The beautiful logic is discovered only after asking oneself why not play for example Nf6 followed
by Be4 or Nf6 followed by Re4 when the mates on e2 and f5 become available. The answer is that
white lacks a first move. The white knight can obviously not lose a move, the white queen, less
obviously, cannot lose a move either, and the white king can lose a move, but only by walking into
a selfpin on either g2 or h4. Therefore, black’s first move cannot be a random move with the black
knight, but rather an anticipatory knight move to block the prospective pin, a move which happens
to be check. Following the white king move, there is dual avoidance on e4 as the black bishop and
rook arriving there must be chosen so as not to administer a check.

In the Jurmala congress of 2008 | sat with Uri as he composed a selfmate. He was looking for a
second variation and somehow | stumbled on a black defense which enabled such an expansion.
“O, now you are talking” he exclaimed, likely adding a favorite compliment such as “Finally you
are not useless”. He made me co-author, though | suspect it was because he wanted someone to
share responsibility for the worst selfmate of his career.

Our last meeting was in Batumi, which | remember well because he complimented me. It was
typically cryptic, four words, but they meant a lot, precisely because it was such a rare gesture and
because he was not one to compromise his standards.

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Selected Problems — Evgeni Bourd

It seems that in every twomovers award recently
published one name is repeated very often —
Marjan Kovacevic. The composer does not seem
to compose many “heavyweights” with massive
amount of tries and complicated to understand
themes. His style appears to be more subtle,
showing excellent geometric play in original
positions, mainly focusing on mate changes,
transfers, line play and clean execution.

The style really captures the solver and the
composer alike, making it very interesting to
investigate and understand his compositions!

A is pretty easy-to-understand. In the set-play on
the moves 1...cxb3 and 1...Kbl white must
cover the squares d2 and a2. Double check is not
required as the queen on f5 is not attacked. In the
solution white guards the squares a2 and d2 and
also abandons the initial battery replacing it by a
longer one, which is attacked, thus forcing
double checks when fired. What we get is a
really pretty and original reciprocal changes in a
perfect Meredith!

B shows a great logical play with knight
corrections. At first white tries to activate his
Qb8-Rc7 battery by a random knight move
threatening Rc4, which fails to a direct guard of
c4. The first correction 1.Se5?! closes the battery
line directly while threatening a new mate — 2.93.
If black tries to capture the knight by 1...Qxe5
the battery gets into the play while 2.Sg6 is
answered by 1...Qd4. The solution which starts
with Sd4 is also the most beautiful phase, being
the second correction by the knight. By Sd4 both
previous threats cannot be performed but they do
come back after 1...Qxd4 and 1...Qe5, two
changed mates with a transferred mate! All in all
the problem is magnificent and everything works
perfectly, even the side variations are interesting.

C presents a helpmate-like echo ODT. Both
phases show matching play of half-batteries,
flight giving keys, line closing and a lot of
battery play. There are no changed mates,
transferred mates or even complete echo but the
non-mechanical impression leaves a good taste
with all the variations of the problem being
pretty interesting!

The problem
shows a tremendous achievement — reciprocal
changes, reversal between threat and key,
Schifmann, Nietvelt and white correction. The
fact that the combination of these themes can be
composed is a miracle in itself... The mechanism
of the problem is simply stunning, a true
masterpiece to study!
