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Uri Avner’s Underrated Problems — Raffi Ruppin

It is now five years since the passing away of Uri, my close friend
for over sixty years. On this occasion, instead of looking again at
some of his numerous prize winners, | have chosen to present some
of his compositions that he considered to have been underrated.
The selection process was guided by Uri’s own notes, left in his
archive. Some problems he labeled “underrated”, some “grossly
underrated” (or “hugely underjudged”). To determine whether a
certain problem is underrated, one has to compare it with other
problems from the same tourney. | have not examined the full
awards of the tourneys in which the chosen problems were
“underrated”. 1 assume that Uri had carefully scrutinized these
awards and wrote his comments accordingly, so we can expect
these “underrated” problems to be of high quality. Most of the
problems here are accompanied by comments written by Kjell Widlert (KW), who has been working
with Uri for a long time on the preparation of a book containing Uri’s selected problems and articles.
No. 1 is a striking example of a “hugely underjudged” problem. It is the first implementation of an
ideal Rukhlis in a selfmate. Uri was then a 15 years old beginner, and this brilliant problem did not
enter the award. Nine years later this same position (but with two pawns added) was submitted by
Berezhnoi and Gebelt and won the 2™ place in the USSR Championship 1965, and even made it into
the 1965-7 FIDE Album. Furthermore, the Russian version, besides being completely anticipated by
Uri’s problem, also had a major dual in the set play, ironically caused by the added pawns. Shortly
afterwards Uri used a diagonal pinned queen promenade (instead of the horizontal one shown in No.
1), again displaying an ideal Ruchlis. This time his idea was well received, and the problem won the
first prize in Problem in 1957, and was quoted numerous times (also in the FIDE Album), see
P1198820.

A Sad Story with a Tragic End — Amatzia Avni

In mid-2016 | composed a complex, analytical study, and sent it to a formal tourney. The award
came out and my study was not included.

Well, such things happen. | sent it to a second tourney. Once again, the piece was left out of the list
of honors.

I thought that the study needs to be strengthened; | added a three-move introduction and tried a third
competition. When the study was ignored once again, | sent a query to the judge: "Is my study
sound?" An excellent analyst, he assured me that he checked my work carefully and it is indeed
correct.

So, | sent it to another tourney. Well, what do you know, no luck also this time.

By now, it was evident that everybody (that is, except me) thought that this study is worthless.
Paradoxically, this is precisely what made it special. How many composers can boast of four
successive failures for the same work?

I intended to submit my unfortunate piece to the Guinness World Records, under the category of
WCSE (worst chess study ever). | even prepared the concluding paragraph of this short article:
"Composers of the world, eat your hearts out! All you can aspire is a prize in a tourney or inclusion
in a FIDE Album. I, on the other hand, am going to gain an eternal fame!"

At this point | made a grave error.

I wanted the study to at least get published. Therefore, I sent it to an informal ty, where it duly
appeared in print, in 2018.

Based on prior experience, | was confident that the judge would leave my study out of the award
(for the fifth time!), thus raise its failure status from WR (world record) to GR (Galaxy record).

Alas, the honorable judge granted my study a major prize!
A great opportunity was missed; my hopes were shattered; | am in tears. @

The Spanish priest Fernando Saavedra won immortality with his discovery of 6.c8=R!! but for most
composers the first study is an emotional event rather than an artistic triumph. This is natural since
mastery takes time and practice. Consequently, as the following examples show, the first study
seems to tell us nothing about the future.

All pieces move into the stalemate position, with the promoted knight being subsequently sacrificed.

Following this 1928 debut,
Genrikh Kasparyan went on to become the leading Soviet study composer.

Pre-Annual Meeting 2019 Composing Tourney

Judge: Paz Einat
Problem types: #2, #3, H#2-3, HS#2-3, S#2-3. Theme: Creation of a hidden line by an ambush
move and its opening in subsequent play. A certain line is closed by one white piece and one black
piece. A line-piece moves into the line (an ambush move) followed by the opening of the line by a
clearance move of the first piece while the clearance by the second piece is done on the mating
move. In direct-mates and helpmates a white piece is making the ambush move. In self and help-
self mates a black piece is making the ambush move.
| received 24 anonymous problems from the director, Omer Friedland, which included six #2, one
#3, ten H#2, four longer helpmates and three help-selfmates. Unfortunately, the best #2 as well as
an additional #2 (both by Retter) were fully anticipated.
As expected, helpmates constituted >50% of the problems. In helpmates longer than 2 the thematic
line can be created dynamically, a potential advantage. However, such an element will be convincing
only when it happens logically and not incidentally. In H#2 there is only one move which is outside
of the required sequence and, thus, its nature was of significance in my judgement.

A beautiful and harmonic problem in which the thematic lines exist in the diagram but are rather
hidden. The BK moves through squares on which self-blocks will be done — a nice artistic element
but also practical as it dictates black’s move order. The reciprocal play of the white rook and bishop
is convincing and the WK moves nicely blend in the general scheme.

The fairy section of the Belgrade internet tourney asked for help-selfmates with the ProteanChess
condition: When a piece captures (King included), it takes the nature of the captured unit (without changing
color). A King capturing becomes a royal unit. “A remarkable problem presenting a very interesting and
difficult thematic complex. With their W1 moves, the white pawns vacate squares for the black Queen,
which sacrifices itself in order to attract the white king after the W2 moves to the f2/b4 squares in Queen
phases! Further, the formation of reciprocal black batteries R/B and B/R takes place in a very interesting
way - with the opening of lines, then closing of the same lines in combination with Switchbacks. Of course,
the active presence of the Umnov theme is also a very fine moment” (Judge, Petko Petkov). Note that in
the 1% solution after 1.fxg3 the white pawn now moves like a black pawn and cannot capture the mating
black rook. Also of note, the white king is mated in its strongest form — a royal queen!

We received the very sad news of the death of
Arieh just a few days after the annual meeting of
the Israeli Chess Problemists, an event he attended
for so many years, and in which he was so much
beloved.

Arieh was born in Jerusalem to parents who
immigrated to Israel from Poland. As a child he
was wounded from a land mine in Jerusalem and
survived the Independence war (1947-48). Being
from a religious family, he studied in a Yeshiva
high-school — “Yeshivat Hadarom” (meaning
Yeshiva of the South). After completing his studies
he was drafted to the Israeli army and served some
time near the sea of Galilee and later in the
southerly town of Yeruham. Arieh married Lea in
1966 and is survived by his wife, son and daughter,
9 grandchildren and 3 great-grandchildren.

For most of his adult life Arieh was self-employed
working in a variety of endeavors. These included
a shop he owned in Tel Aviv, selling lottery tickets
among other things.

Arieh learned chess from his uncle. However, as
spending time on things other than religious
studies was not favored by his family and school,
playing was done initially with an improvised set
with the pieces carved from stones.

Arieh’s interest in chess problems started in the
mid 1950’s and was enhanced by meetings with
Yosi Retter first in Jerusalem and then in Kibbutz
Haon on the sea of Galilee (they spent some
Saturdays together during Arieh’s army service in
that area). From 1959 Arieh participated in weekly
meetings in Jerusalem that included Yosi Retter,
Hillel & Yoel Aloni, Giora Silberman, Raffi
Ruppin, Mordechai Shorek, Aaron Hirschenson,
Itzhak Grossman and others. In the 21% century a
close friendship between Arieh and Evgeni Bourd
was established. They composed many problems
together and were highly successful.

Arieh composed over 1,000 problems and in the
WinChloe database there are 79 #2, >500 #3, >200
#n and several help & self-mates.

No.1 is one of his first problems. The fabulous
thematic key unpins the black queen allowing six
checking defences. These are answered by four
mates by the royal battery and two mates by the
Knight/Bishop battery, which is also activated
after the non-checking BQ defenses.

Avrieh picked up quickly what was regarded as
“modern themes” in those years. N0.2 is a rare
combination of reciprocal changes (a favorite
theme of his) and Zagoruiko accomplished in a
unique way. The reciprocal changes are on the BK
defenses: in the set play, as just one of the BS’s is
pinned only “vertical” mates can be given. In the
solution (and try) the need to guard b2 & g3, and
the fact that both BS’s are pinned leads to
“diagonal” mates. The Zagoruiko is on the BS
defenses: in the set the mates are the same as with
the BK defenses, but in try & solution the B/Q
battery is activated once towards the a-file and
once to the other direction. Amazing!

Arieh’s meeting with Yosi led to the composition
of several masterpieces such as No. 3. In the 1%t try
the mates on the BS moves are by WRa4 and in the
2" try by WRc3. Both tries are refuted by unique
correction moves. In the solution the mates are by
the key WS. This economical & elegant problem
got no distinction but found its way into the FIDE
Album.

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Threemovers were, undoubtedly, Arieh’s preferred
genre. No.5 is a lovely reciprocal changes problem.
The replies to the captures on d5 in the set aim at
opening the line for the WQ for a mate on ¢6, and
the different mates on the BK move should be
noted. The nice ambush key drives the exchange of
white’s continuation as white now needs to ensure
that square d5 remains blocked.

Arieh and Uri Avner were good friends and
composed several problems together. No0.6 is an
impressive Lacny problem. The cyclic change in
white’s replies is based mainly on the different
lines opened for the WQ. 1...dxe6 enables a WQ
mate on €6 in the set so 2.H2e5+ works, but in the
solution the line towards h7 is opened so 2.4.c4+
to lure the BK to that line.

It is difficult to see initially the
weakening motives of the black defenses and only
a thorough look at the solution reveals that
1...5xc2 allows the 6" move mate 4xd3# and that
1...4xc2 allows the 6" move mate £.c4#. Without
the moves of the black knight or bishop the entire
maneuver in the variations is not possible. There is
indeed a short threat, but it involves a thematic
queen sacrifice that enforces the black defenses.
The relatively low place of this problem in the 10™
